[ would like to express my sincere greetings on the Centennial of the Buddhist Temple of
Alameda.

One hundred years is a long time. The history of this temple is one of many struggles and
obstacles overcome by the determination of the Issei pioneers. They worked hard to establish a
place for the Japanese community of Alameda to join together to hear the Dharma. Their hard work
bore fruit in 1916 when the Buddhist Temple of Alameda was formed.

However, the seed of the Dharma was planted in 1906 by Rev. Mokujo Fujii. As the first
minister of the Buddhist Church of Oakland, he periodically went to Alameda to officiate at funerals
and other services. In 1912 a group of 16 Issei began renting a storefront for services. Their
numbers grew, and by 1914 they began renting a large room in this beautifully restored, 133-year-
old building. In January of 1916, a group of sixty people formally established the Asahi Bukkyokali,
and later changed its name to the Buddhist Temple of Alameda. Its first resident minister was Rev.
Chisei Shinohara.

During the last 100 plus years, members of your temple have gone through and overcome
many challenges, including the unlawful forced evacuation of Japanese and Japanese American
citizens during World War II. In spite of hardships and difficulties, the Dharma and friends have
supported and encouraged each other to overcome them all. [ can truly see that your temple has
served as an important place for every member living in the Alameda County area for over ten
decades.

The Nembutsu teaching gives us clarity and comfort to live in this difficult human world. It
shows us the true home for everyone where we can be always together.

On this special day of celebration, let us rejoice in remembrance of those who have returned

to the Pure Land and express our sincere desire to bring everyone together to hear the calling of
Amida Tathagata.

1 was so overjoyed to find this
wonderful treasure.

Since the founding of our temple in 1916, 807 of our devoted Nembutsu Dharma friends whose
lives were guided by our Jodo Shinshu teaching and who supported our temple, returned to the Pure
Land of Qjodo. Yet, their heart and influence returns to us from Ojodo through the Nembutsu Namo
Amida Butsu together with the hope and wish, “May peace and tranquility prevail throughout the world,
and may the Buddha’s teaching spread.”

originally starting as a branch of the Oakland Buddhist Church in 1906, a decision of autonomy
for the Alameda Buddhist Temple was made on January 4, 1916. The Temple was called Ashi
Bukkyokai and was formally and officially established on this date with the Reverend Chisei
Shinohara as the first minister; and

families from outlying areas of Southern Alameda County joined as members, greatly
increasing Temple membership and the Temple name was officially changed to Buddhist
Temple of Alameda; and

in 1918, assisted by the former mayor of Alameda, the Honorable Edward Kimberlin Taylor, the
Temple was incorporated as a church in the State of California, with two U.S. citizens serving as
trustees, which enabled the Temple members to purchase the property at 2325 Pacific Avenue,
then being rented from the Taylors, and used as a Temple; and

in June of 1925, a social hall and kitchen were constructed; a private home adjacent to the
mansion was purchased to serve as minister’s residence; and, the second floor of the Temple
was remodeled for meeting rooms to serve the flourishing membership; and

in 1926, the Honorable Edward Taylor again helped the members of the Buddhist Temple of
Alameda buy property by incorporating the non-profit Alameda Japanese Corporation with
U.S. citizen members of the Temple, Harry Kono, Sam Narahara, and Henry Takagi, as trustees;
and

Executive Order 9066 ordered all persons of Japanese ancestry out of Alameda in February of
1942 and, the Temple subsequently became a school for U.S. Navy employees and enlisted
personnel; and

the Temple served as a temporary hostel for returnees from the relocation camps in 1945, and
the Temple was reestablished with the Reverend Joshin Motoyoshi as resident minister; and

the current and ninth resident minister of the Temple, Reverend Zuikei Taniguchi, has been
providing spiritual leadership and guidance since 1983.
